on the basis of the market rates and the contractor shall be paid in accordance with the rates so
determined.

In the case of substituted items, the rate for the agreement item (to be substituted) and substituted
item shall also be determined in the manner as mentioned in the aforesaid para.

If the market rate for the substituted item so determined is more than the market rate
of the agreement item (to be substituted), the rate payable to the contractor for the
substituted item shall be the rate for the agreement item (to be substituted) so
increased to the extent of the difference between the market rates of substituted item
and the agreement item (to be substituted).

If the market rate for the substituted item so determined is less than the market rate of

schedule of quantities, the Engineer-in-Charge shall within one month of receipt of the claims supported
by analysis, after giving consideration to the analysis of the rates submitted by the contractor,



determine the rates on the basis of the market rates and the contractor shall be paid in accordance with
the rates so determined.

12.3 The Provisions of the preceding paragraph shall also apply to the decrease in the rates of items for the
work in excess of the limits laid down in Schedule F, and the Engineer-in-charge shall after giving
notice to the contractor within one month of occurrence of the excess and after taking into consideration
any reply received from him within fifteen days of the receipt of the notice, revise the rates for the work
in question within one month of the expiry of the said period of fifteen days having regard to the market
rates.
